President’s Report:  Dolores Kelly 

· Rezoning – assumed we had 500 projected for fall and actual is 471.    Additions to Lakeside are approx. 5 students per grade.  A lot of time and effort being put into moving kids in the best way. Buses would be free to Lakeside for Valley Ranch kids but then would to CMS West.  Dolores suggested looking at busing to North.
· State Monies - The state expected to provide $3-12 million less a year.  Looking at cuts on administration in 2 years (such as nurses, counselors)  The tax rate increase last year, helps CISD to keep things the same for next year as last year.  The 2012-13 school year will see some changes. 

· This fall, Billingsly should start construction, which would cause CISD to open a new elementary school when the houses are occupied.  Mostly likely a new middle school and a high also will be added too. It will be about 3 years before the schools are built.
